	Directors News: Wow it's already February. I would firstly like to welcome back all of our existing families and  extend the welcome to all of our new families this year at Aussie Kids. 
We are well into the start of 2017 and what a busy year ahead we have planned. Keep an eye out for our Monthly Calender that lists activities based on the children's interests. 
Just a few reminders:
1. Please ensure that you sign your child/children in each morning and out each afternoon. Holidays, Sick and Absent days are also to be signed for. Failure to do this may result in your child's CCB being cancelled. The sign in and out folders are located on the desk in the foyer.
2. Ensure that all of your child's belongings are clearly named. This makes it easier for staff to ensure that belongings return safely home.
3. Two weeks notice is required for holidays. Please ensure that you notify the office of any up coming holidays that you may be planning. The holiday notification folder is located on the bookshelf in the hallway.
4. Medication/creams need to be labeled by the chemist with child's name, date of birth, dosage and administration instructions. Failure to do so will result in you being contacted to administer the medication/cream yourself.
5. Accounts are required to be up to date at all times. Failure to do so could result in your child's days being suspended or cancelled.
