	Directors News: Wow we have past the half way mark. I would like to take this opportunity to welcome all of our new families that have started at Aussie Kids. We welcome you to our centre and community. Please take the time to check out our Monthly Calender for the month of July as this lists activities based on the children's interests and many different community and cultural events. 
Just a few friendly reminders:
1. Please ensure that you sign your child/children in each morning and out each afternoon. Holidays, sick and absent days are also to be signed for. Failure to do this may result in your child's CCB being canceled. The sign in and out folders are located on the desk in the foyer.
2. Ensure that all of your child's belongings are clearly named. This makes it easier for staff to ensure that belongings return safely home.
3. Two weeks notice is required for holidays. Please ensure that you notify the office of any up coming holidays that you may be planning. The holiday notification folder is located on the foyer book shelf.
4. Medication/creams need to be labeled by the chemist with child's name, date of birth, dosage and administration instructions. Failure to do so will result in you being contacted to administer the medication/cream yourself.

	What's Happening: July will see the start of Aussie Kids supplying 3 nutritious meals per day. We are very excited about this and can not wait to share this experience with the children. The meals will be based on a rotating roster per season and will be displayed for all families. There will also be different options for children with allergies. The babies will also be accommodated with fresh puree being supplied. As the babies get older and their taste buds and ability to eat more solids changes this will be adapted accordingly. I have attached a menu suggestion form to the newsletter and we would love for you to share any meals that you feel the children at the centre would love to eat just like your little ones do at home. I will also be sending out very soon a updated allergies list form so that we can ensure that the latest information is on file for each child.
	Centre Information: With the financial year over and the new one just beginning I thought it would be a good idea to explain what Allowable Absences are.

You are entitled to 42 allowable absences each Financial Year (sick days, holidays, absent days, public holidays).
Your reduced holidays are calculated on your child's permanent booking (see below).
5 days = 20 days reduced holidays
4 days = 16 days reduced holidays
3 days = 12 days reduced holidays
2 days = 8 days reduced holidays
1 day = 4 days reduced holidays

Please see office if you are unsure of what you are entitled to.

	Focus: With the cooler weather upon us and illness starting to become more frequent we thought it would be a good idea to review our Illness Policy which I have included with this newsletter and a copy of the Time Out (exclusion table). If your child is sent home from kindy with a suspected case of an illness that is contagious or a confirmed case of a contagious illness you will be required to supply a medical clearance from a medical practitioner on return to kindy. This not only protects your child but also every other child in care and the educators that care for your child. If you are unsure as to whether or not you require a medical clearance when your child has been sent home or has been unwell and away from kindy please contact the centre and speak directly with the Director.
