	Directors News: Wow we have past the half way mark. I would like to take this opportunity to welcome all of our new families that have started at Aussie Kids. We welcome you to our centre and our community. Please take the time to check out our Monthly Calender for the month of July as this lists activities based on the children's interests and many different community and cultural events. 
Just a few friendly reminders:
1. Please ensure that you log your child/children in each morning and out each afternoon. Holidays, sick and absent days are also to be approved on the Kiosk. Failure to do this may result in your child's CCS being canceled. 
2. Ensure that all of your child's belongings are clearly named. This makes it easier for staff to ensure that belongings return safely home.
3. Two weeks notice is required for holidays. Please ensure that you notify the office of any up coming holidays that you may be planning. The holiday notification folder is located in the foyer hanging on the hallway wall.
4. Medication/creams need to be labeled by the chemist with child's name, date of birth, dosage and administration instructions. Failure to do so will result in you being contacted to administer the medication/cream yourself.

	What's Happening: CHILDCARE SUBSIDY
What you need to do now if you haven't already done so ....
Transitioning to the new Child Care Subsidy is not an automatic roll over from the two current payments.
You must provide some new information and confirm your current details using your Centrelink online account through myGov.

You will be asked to provide:

• your combined family income estimate for the 2018–19 financial year
• the hours of recognised activity including work, training, study and volunteering
• the type of child care your family uses.
