	Prekindy: Hello to all the families in Junior Kindy. Wow I cannot believe I am writing the November newsletter. We have been very busy in Junior kindy. The children have been learning so much. They have enjoyed learning their colours by interacting in different activities by matching the same colours together. The children have also loved singing songs about counting. Last month we planted some strawberries and lettuce which is located on the ledge as soon as you walk through the gate. The children have had the responsibility of watering them each day and seeing the progress of them growing. We are hoping to eat them as soon as they grow. In junior kindy we have been talking about listening Larry and how listening Larry listens on the mat during group time. The children have responded well and have recognised how listening Larry using his eyes, ears, arms, legs and mouth for listening. The children have also been doing really well with their lunch boxes and being responsible for them and packing it away when they have finished. We have still been focusing on healthy eating and healthy choices. Teaching the children that eating fruit and vegetables makes us big and strong. The children have responded well and can recognise a lot of fruit and vegetables. For morning tea we encourage the children to eat their fruit first. The children have understood this well and have been choosing their fruit. We have also made a friendship fruit salad. 	5 Heading: SENIOR KINDY
	5 Text: Wow! What a busy October we had with dress ups, parties and the Child Protection show. During this time of the year we start preparing the children for the Centre Christmas Concert so some of you are probably wandering why your child is singing Christmas songs. We have been focusing on our behaviors, many emotions have been addressed this term during mat time sessions, such as bossiness, left out, being mean etc.  As the children are turning 4 years old, it is important that they learn about emotions and what these emotions look and feel like. This allows the children to develop the knowledge and skill to deal with social and emotional situations. At this age children are beginning to understand the feelings and the point of view of others. Although some children may understand empathy, others are still developing this skill, so it’s very common for them to say mean words and call each other ‘poo poo head’ (as they think anything toilet related is hilarious).  This ability to empathize is a key part of our group time sessions, and we will continue to promote the feeling of empathy and address any undesired behaviors throughout the remainder of the year.  Our behavior stamp chart is working well. The children are starting to recognize their moods and work out how to manage them. As the weather is getting hotter it is imperative that parents apply sunscreen on your children before arriving otherwise sunscreen is available in the foyer or in the yards.  Make sure proper clothing is worn and drinks bottles are filled with water. We also have lots of exciting activities so don’t forget to check out our centre website that has the monthly calendar. Sunscreen is applied to all children prior to going outside for play and we encourage parents to apply sunscreen prior to their child attending kindy. 
We also have a sunscreen station located in the foyer in the office.
Sun safety is discussed with the children at various times of the day through songs, stories, role modelling, discussions, pictures etc.
